The Mitchemp Trust is a youth development charity working with vulnerable 
young people aged 11-14yrs from the Wiltshire area. The children are referred 
to us through their schools, youth groups or Social Services, as it is felt they 
would benefit from the opportunity to take part in outdoor activities, learn 
about working as a team, and develop communication and social skills. The 
children are nominated for a range of reasons, but the common factor is that 
they would benefit from the chance to build their self esteem and confidence.

The Mitchemp Trust aspires to open their eyes and minds, to motivate and 
create aspirations. By enthusing young people, showing them what they can 
achieve and building their self esteem, we believe they are more likely to fulfil 
their future potential. 

“When I was at school, 
a teacher took a 
group of us camping. 
It was on this camp 
that I learnt that I 
could achieve more 
than I thought, 
and I truly believe 
that without this 
experience it could 
have been a different 
outcome for me.”

As part of The New Start Adventure Programme, 2008 
saw the introduction of our new Record of Achievement 
books. Each young person receives a personalised 
copy of the book, and is able to work on it at each 
of the camps, recording all of their achievements, 
setting themselves personal targets and reviewing their 
development as they progress through the programme.

Incorporated in the Record of Achievement 
books is also a series of questions 

which will enable 
us to measure 
the outcomes of 
our programme 
in relation to the 
Government’s aims 
for every child 
as outlined in the 
Every Child Matters 
agenda. 

Our website is currently 
undergoing a major overhaul. 
We hope that the new site will 
be engaging and practical, with 
designated sections for all our 
users and easier access to the 
information and resources that 
they need.
