Gift Aid

Under the Government’s new Gift Aid Scheme, we can claim back tax on any personal donations over the value of £25.  That means that someone sponsoring you over £25 will be able to increase their donation by nearly a third at no extra cost to themselves.  All you need do is ask each person to complete their name and address and tick the appropriate boxes on the form above.

If you are able to secure donations from any companies, please remind the company that they are now able to claim tax relief on any charitable donation no matter what value.  You should therefore encourage them to increase the value of their donation, if possible, as they will be able to claim approximately a third back at the end of their tax year.
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
